How come they've done it 
with 0 € ad spent?

➔ They convinced 15.151 contributors
➔ With an average contribution of 33€
➔ At an average conversion rate of 7%
➔ This equals to 216.000 unique visits

➔ 13.520 
➔ 37€
➔ 13.12%
➔ 103.000
